boiler that meets new DEC emissions
requirements or must be permanently
removed within 10 years of installation, but
not later than Aug. 31, 2020

The DEC proposal also includes restrictions
on using outdoor wood boilers during the
summer time months that would impact own-
ers that fall within specific property setbacks.  

In the “Northern Heating Zone”, which
includes Clinton, Essex, Franklin, Fulton,
Hamilton, Herkimer, Jefferson, Lewis, Oneida,
Oswego, St. Lawrence, Saratoga, Warren and
Washington counties, wood boilers could not
be used between May 15 and Aug. 31. 

Every where else in the state, wood boilers
could not be used between April 15 and
Sept. 30.

Summer-time use could continue if the
wood boiler meets new DEC emissions
requirements and is sited 100 feet or more
from the nearest property boundary line. 

Summer use could also continue if an

existing outdoor wood boiler, which does
not meet DEC’s new emissions require-
ments, is sited 500 feet or more from the
nearest property boundary line and 1000
feet or more from a school. 

Lastly, an outdoor wood boiler, which does
not meet DEC’s new emissions requirements
and is located on a farm larger than five acres
and sited 500 feet or more from the nearest
residence that does not have an outdoor
wood boiler or 500 feet or more from a prop-
erty boundary line that is not on agricultural
land and 1000 feet or more from a school. 

DEC is holding a series of public informa-
tion sessions/hearings around the state in
June on the proposal. You can go to
www.nyfb.org for the hearing schedule, talk-
ing points and to send an e-lobby letter
opposing the regulations to DEC and your
state legislators. Written comments will also
be accepted by DEC until July 2, 2010.
