Nurseries 

Reduce Costs
Each year, nurseries across New York invest 
thousands of dollars to protect plants being 
overwintered in containers from harsh win-

ter conditions. Dr. Nina Bassuk and graduate 
student Brent Marcus of Cornell’s Urban 

Horticulture Institute believe this effort and 
expense is not necessary for many plants. In 

a New York Farm Viability Institute-funded 
project, Dr. Bassuk identified plants that 

could be overwintered in containers without 
moving them under cover.  According to 

Kevin McKenna, owner of Plantasia Nursery, 
“The study demonstrated that many plants 

we used to go to great lengths to protect 
do not need that much protection. Last year 

we did leave some plants outside and they 
did very well.  This year we are leaving more 
plants outside for winter.” Based on Cornell 

estimates, if Plantasia modifies their overwin-
tering practices and half their pant material is 
kept outside, they could save up to $12,000 

in labor and storage costs annually.

T he farmer owners of  Agri-Mark 
dairy cooperative worked to-
gether to open the barn doors 
to the public this past October, 

showcasing the farms and the cows 
that produce the milk that goes into 
McCadam and Cabot’s award-winning 
cheeses. Educating the public about ag-
riculture is a critical activity for farm 
families. With most consumers several 
generations removed from the farm, it 
is important to show people how mod-
ern family farms operate.  

Sixteen New York dairy farms par-
ticipated in the event, encouraging con-
sumers to learn more about how milk 
is produced and how farmers care for 
their animals and the environment. 
Dutch Hollow Farm, owned by the 
Chittenden family, raised money from 
sales of  macaroni and McCadam brand 
cheese to donate to local schools to off-
set the cost of  field trips to farms. Beth 
Chittenden—who recently began offer-
ing educational field trips to the farm 
for schools, birthday parties and scout-
ing activities—had over 450 visitors to 
her farm in northern Columbia County.  

“The day was amazing,” said Chit-
tenden. people began arriving before 
11 and were waiting in line for tours 
through the barns like they were at 
Disney World. “Neighbors and strang-
ers alike commented about the invest-

ments, machinery, land and time it 
takes to run a farm, and had all sorts of  
questions about animal care and usage 
of  pesticides, which we were able to use 
as an opportunity to educate.  

“We had such great volunteers, from 
local dairy farmers who helped us staff  
the tours, Cooperative Extension and 
Soil and Water programming staff, to 
agricultural suppliers like Caro-Vail 
who brought machinery and talked 
about agricultural inputs,” continued 
Chittenden.  “While not everyone in 
my family was really keen on opening 
up our farm, we wound up all agreeing 
that it was an important thing to do and 
may in fact try to do this every year. To-
day, we made a difference.  We changed 
people’s perceptions of  a dairy farm.”

The president of  Agri-Mark Dairy 
cooperative, NYFB member Neal Rea 
from Washington County, said, “Hav-
ing so many neighbors visit our farms 
was a treat to all of  us – especially our 
farmers, who work the land. Our farm 
families are very proud to own Cabot 
and McCadam. Cabot has been named 
World’s Best Cheddar twice, and just 
back in August, McCadam captured 5 
gold medals at the New York State Fair, 
including the Fair Grand Champion, 
Empire Jack.” 

During Agri-Mark’s Open Farm Sunday, Rensselaer County Farm Bureau member, crop consultant and vegetable grower Larry 
Eckhardt educated local children about how cows drink 30 gallons of water and eat a variety of healthy grains each day.

Gov. Andrew M. Cuomo, joined by 
his Cabinet, announced additional re-
sources for storm victims following a 
tour by the Upstate Storm Recovery 
Task Force of  the areas affected by Hur-
ricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee.

“This summer, our state suffered 
from two natural disasters that devas-
tated communities across New York,” 
Cuomo said. “I recently deployed the 
Upstate Storm Recovery Task Force to 
assess the most pressing concerns on 
the ground and report back so we can 
coordinate on providing additional re-
sources where they are most needed.” 

$3 Million for Rebuilding Main 
Street Businesses

Gov. Cuomo announced that up to $3 
million will be made available to Main 
Street businesses in some of  the hard-
est hit areas with money from the New 
York State Agricultural and Communi-
ty Recovery Fund, a $15 million fund set 
up in September to help rebuild from 

the storms.
This new round of  funding will be 

requested by counties on behalf  of  
businesses to help revitalize their local 
economies. Eligible businesses will be 
able to apply for assistance to, among 
other things; rehabilitate buildings for 
commercial and main street residen-
tial use, repair and replace permanent 
fixtures and equipment, as well as for 
inventory and working capital. The 
funding will be administered by NYS 
Homes and Community Renewal (HCR) 
in collaboration with county economic 
development offices.

$5 Million for Repairing and 
Replacing Furnaces

Gov. Cuomo also announced that $5 
million in funding is being made avail-
able to help repair and replace furnaces 
damaged as a result of  Hurricane Irene 
and Tropical Storm Lee. 

Funding will provide help to hom-
eowners for their primary and/or per-

manent residence in the 34 counties that 
have been declared eligible for disaster 
assistance and any that are subsequent-
ly added by the federal government. 

Up to $6,000 per applicant is available 
to households that qualify. Work will in-
clude repair or replacement of  the fur-
nace, boiler or hot-water heater as well 
as repair or replacement of  duct work, 
fuel tanks, venting systems, or other 
items essential to the safe operation of  
the heating system. Assistance is limit-
ed to single-family homes and duplexes.

Furnace repair and replacement 
in affected counties will be operated 
through the Weatherization Assistance 
Program (WAP) overseen by HCR. 
Through this program, HCR contracts 
with experienced local providers to do 
work. Assistance will be provided on 
a first-come, first-served basis to those 
whose homeowner’s insurance does not 
cover the damage, or have applied for 
assistance through the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency and have 
been either rejected or received an in-
adequate payment.

Completion of Repairs to Roads 
and Bridges

Cuomo additionally announced that 
97 percent of  the roads and bridges that 
were damaged or destroyed by Hurri-
cane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee are 
now repaired and opened.

As a result of  the storms, more than 
400 road segments and bridges were 
closed on the state highway system. 
Within ten days of  Hurricane Irene, the 
state had re-opened 170 of  the nearly 
200 closed due to the storm. Within ten 
days of  Tropical Storm Lee, New York 
reopened an additional 200, and contin-
ued work on the infrastructure that suf-
fered the most extensive damage. As of  
today, three highways and three bridges 
remain closed; three of  those highway 
segments are scheduled to open by the 
end of  this week.

Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm 
Lee impacted many New York State 
farms with severe storm damage. Ex-
isting aid is primarily focused on crops 
and soil conservation. NYSERDA, Na-
tional Grid and NYSEG have programs 
that can assist with replacing electric 
and/or natural gas equipment or sys-
tems damaged from the storms.

U.S. Department of  Transportation 
(USDOT) regulations mandate that all 
companies are required to provide con-
trolled substance and alcohol testing for 
all drivers holding Commercial Drivers 
Licenses (CDLs), regardless of  the size 
of  the company, type of  industry or 
number of  drivers in the company. Ev-
ery driver holding a CDL must comply 
with this testing policy.  

How Do Employers Comply 
with USDOT’s Policy?

A farm with as few as one CDL hold-
er must enter into a consortium, and 
a farm with two or more CDL holders 
must enter the consortium and has the 
additional responsibility of  creating 
a policy for employees and sending a 
farm employee to a supervisor training 
seminar (the farm employee represen-
tative is not required to be a CDL hold-
er). A consortium is a group of  employ-
ers that provides alcohol or controlled 
substance testing for drivers who are 
subject to random testing. Such consor-
tiums administer the regulations and 
mandatory tests.  

Recordkeeping

The USDOT conducts audits of  all 
CDL holders.  Documentation of  drug 
testing must be kept on hand for one 
year, and documentation of  alcohol 
testing for two years, at the place of  
business, for inspection purposes. In 
2011, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety 
Administration (FMCSA) has set the 
percentages of  a farm’s or consortium’s 
drivers tested annually for alcohol at 
10 percent and for drugs at 50 percent, 
and reserves the right to modify these 
percentages as is deemed necessary.  
(http://www.fmcsa.dot.gov/rules-regu-
lations/topics/drug/engtesting.htm.) 

Employers must keep records 
of employee drug and alcohol 
testing as follows:

Retain for 5 Years: alcohol test results in-
dicating an alcohol concentration of  .02 
or higher; documentation of  employee 
refusals to take required alcohol and/or 
drug tests; employee-verified positive 
drug tests; reports of  substance abuse 
professionals; and all follow-up tests 
and schedules for follow-up tests.
Retain for 3 Years: information obtained 
from previous employers of  employees 
as part of  the drug and alcohol testing 
background check;
Retain for 2 Years: information of  in-
spection, maintenance and calibration 
of  breath testing devices for alcohol; 

and

Retain for 1 Year: Negative and can-
celled drug test results and alcohol test 
results with a concentration of  less 
than .02.

Procedures – An Employer’s 
Responsibility

Employers are responsible for all as-
pects of  an employee testing program, 
including creating, administering and 
enforcing a program in compliance 
with USDOT standards. Employers are 
responsible for random alcohol and 
drug testing of  their employees that is 
unannounced and spread reasonably 
throughout the calendar year. Employ-
ers are to instruct their employees to 
go directly to the testing site.  A driver 
may only be tested for alcohol while the 
driver is performing safety-sensitive 
functions, just before the driver is to 
perform safety-sensitive functions or 
just after the driver has ceased perform-
ing such functions.  This includes:

Post-accident: Conducted after ac-
cidents on drivers whose performance 
could have contributed to the accident 
(as determined by a citation for a mov-
ing traffic violation) and for all fatal ac-
cidents even if  the driver is not cited for 
a moving traffic violation;                                                                                       

Reasonable suspicion: Conducted 
when a trained supervisor or company 
official observes behavior or appear-
ance that is characteristic of  alcohol 
misuse;      

Random:  Conducted on a random 
unannounced basis just before, during, 
or just after performance of  safety-sen-
sitive functions; and                                           

Return-to-duty and follow-up: Con-
ducted when an individual who has 
violated the prohibited alcohol conduct 
standards returns to performing safety-
sensitive duties. Follow-up tests are 
unannounced. At least 6 tests must be 
conducted in the first 12 months after a 
driver returns to duty. Follow-up testing 
may be extended for up to 60 months fol-
lowing return to duty.

Tell us a bit about the 
background and history of your 
farm and winery. 

We ran a garden center and were in 
the landscaping business for 30 years 
and knew we wanted to do something 
different. So we purchased a 40 acre 
farm and planted 10 acres of  grapes, 
five acres of  blueberries and three 
acres of  raspberries. We built and 
opened a banquet hall three years ago 
and started making wine. We still own 
14 acres of   nursery stock, and are 
gradually shifting that to more grapes.

 

What, precisely, do you grow?

All of our grapes are specially 
adapted to cold climates like we have 
here in the Tug Hill region. They 
were developed at the University 
of  Minnesota. Besides the grapes, 
blueberries and raspberries, we have 
been experimenting with currants and 
elderberries. 

 

How many part-time and full-
time employees do you have?

In the vineyard, we have two full-
time and two more in summer a couple 
high school or college kids. Mike works 
as manager, and I help in the vineyard, 
too, with pruning. In the banquet hall, 
we have two part-time cooks and  four 
or five part-time waitresses and 
bartenders. We prepare our own Sunday 
brunch. Customers come and pick fruit, 
have brunch, and taste wines. We’ll 
have as many as 250 people on a Sunday 
in the summer. On Thursdays we have 
live acoustic music for a wine down. 

 

Any other family members or 
partners involved?  

My sister (Dale Cole) is the wine-
maker. Her husband, Dick, is in charge 

of  sales. My daughter, Crystal, designed 
our label. Marissa, our youngest daugh-
ter helps also.

What lessons have you learned 
in starting a vineyard and 
winery that you could pass 
along to other North Country 
entrepreneurs?

I guess I would say they definitely 
need the right location. Some people in 
this northern region try to start by just 
using the land they have, and it might 
not be suitable. We bought land with a 
nice slope, facing south-east. And then 
of  course, be sure to pick the right 
varieties. 

 

Is this completely a “learn 
as you go” venture for 
you, or do you and Mike 
have other experience or 
training that helps, such as in 
marketing, vineyard science or 
winemaking?

We both had college training 
in horticulture and agricultural 
business, even before we started in 
the landscaping business. Because we 
owned the nursery, we were used to this 
sort of  venture. Ten acres didn’t scare 
us. We knew what we were getting into. 
Plus, having 30 years in business was 
helpful when it came time to go to the 
bank.

 

What sort of exploration 
process did you have to go 
through to start this business?

It was a big process. We went to a cold-
climate grape conference in Minnesota. 
That got the ball rolling. We even won 
the services of  a consultant at a fund-
raising auction there. We did a lot of  

reading. I spent a winter writing  a 
business plan and then we jumped 
right in.  The consultant, Richard Vine, 
designed the processing building where 
the wine is made.

 

What has been the best source 
of information for you as you 
develop your business? 

I think the Minnesota conference 
was very good to start with. Cornell 
has been very helpful also.  Being a 
member of  the Northern New York 
Grape Growers Association  has been 
very important, conferring back and 
forth with other northern growers. Of  
course, all our manuals we refer back to 
all the time.

 

What do you like to do for fun? 

Go to the Bahamas in the winter and 
relax!

 

Are you involved in any 
agricultural associations or off-
farm groups or activities?

We belong to the Jefferson County 
Grape Growers Association, the 
Chamber of  Commerce and the tourism 
board in Lewis County, and Mike is on 
an agricultural advisory committee for 
the school.

 

You are Farm Bureau members.  
What do you see as the value of 
Farm Bureau membership? How 
is it important to you? 

Well, I like to read all the articles in 
Grassroots. We take advantage of  the 
EnergyPlus electric rates program, and 
we also the five-year real-property tax 
exemption on vineyard trellises. That 
came from Farm Bureau.  

Anaerobic  
digesters  
aren’t just 
for big farms 
anymore

With NYSERDA’s recent announce-
ment that $57 Million in funding is be-
ing made available for anaerobic digest-
ers (AD) , now is the time for livestock 
operations – not just the large ones - to 
take a new look at this opportunity.  

The technology is nothing new:  
Thousands of  digester systems exist 
in the world, where organic matter is 
turned into a gas that contains meth-
ane, which is then used to generate 
electricity and heat.  The electricity is 
sold to the local utility, and the gener-
ated heat can be used as process or dis-
tributed heat.  And AD systems have 
no unusable by-product, which makes 
them an all-around environmentally 
sound choice:  The effluent is an or-
ganic fertilizer that has been shown to 
increase crop yield, and the solids can 
be separated out for bedding or sold as 
compost; adjacent ground and surface 
waters will experience a considerable 
decrease in BOD and COD levels; and 
surrounding neighbors will be thank-
ful for the significant reduction in odor 
during land application.  

AD systems can also play a vital 
role in the growing interest in turning 
waste to energy:    When off-farm or-
ganic waste is added to manure, it can 
lead to increased gas production.  How-
ever, certain substances – even in small 
amounts - can also negatively impact 
the bacteria that facilitate gas produc-
tion.  This is where it is important to 
choose the right technology provider, 
one that has expertise in “nutrient man-
agement” in AD facilities and can prove 
it.  Not all digester designs are suitable 
for accepting organic waste.  

The process of  developing and im-
plementing such a facility requires an 
experienced team that can facilitate a 
smooth process:  educate stakeholders 
about the technology, provide feasibil-
ity and profitability calculations, shep-
herd along applications for funding, 
coordinate with vendors and suppliers 
of  required outside services, facilitate 
communications among all parties, and 
design a system and provide a project 
that ultimately meets the needs of  your 
farm operations.

Whether or not you have considered 
it in the past, now might be the right 
time to explore this option.  NYSERDA’s 
program, existing and developing regu-
lations, environmental and societal 
benefits, associated revenue potentials, 
and the advancements in technolo-
gies make anaerobic digesters a viable 
choice worth your consideration.

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most 30 local, state and federal agencies. 
Regulations are becoming so numerous 
that agricultural operations are fast be-
coming farmers of  paperwork, rather 
than traditional farm commodities.

“The business climate in New York 
makes it hard to farm or run any busi-
ness. Farmers are being literally buried 
by paperwork and filing requirements 
and this prevents them from getting in 
the field to do what they love. We must 
address unfunded mandates at the lo-
cal government and school district lev-
els, but the cost of  doing business also 
needs to be reduced to help farms and 
other businesses to flourish, especially 
in rural New York,” said Williams.

 The goals of  Let NY Work include:
Offer two retirement options to new 

government employees, each cheaper 
than the traditional pensions that are 
driving employer contributions by 
schools and local government.

Add factors that include a local gov-
ernment’s ability to pay in a labor con-
tract arbitration and making the pro-
cess more transparent.

Eliminate certain state provisions 
in public construction that drive up the 
cost by assuring more union work.

Freeze “step increases” that continue 
for many public employees even if  their 
labor contract expires. Employers argue 
the step increases guarantee raises for 
teachers and others reduce the incentive 
to settle on an affordable contract.

Require all public employees to pay at 
least a minimum health insurance cost.

Prohibit new mandates from Albany 
or require a supermajority of  the State 
Legislature before schools and local 
governments can take on new duties or 
responsibilities from Albany without 
getting funding for the mandate.

“While the enactment of  the property 
tax cap helps solve half  of  the problem 
of  high property taxes, New York must 
address the cost drivers for local govern-
ments and school districts to truly let 
New York work,” concluded Williams.

“A Taste of the North Fork”

On Long Island, Jeri Woodhouse has 
found her own niche during the holiday 
season.

Woodhouse is the creator of  A Taste 
of  the North Fork—a product line fea-
turing unique shelf-stable foods made 
from locally grown Long Island pro-
duce. She markets her products through 
retail and her company website, www.
atasteofthenorthfork.com.

Before she began A Taste of  the 
North Fork, Woodhouse grew organic 
edible flowers and herbs as a hobby. She 
used her produce to make own spreads 
and butters, which attracted the in-
terest of  a number of  area farms and 
wineries that were looking to augment 

their farmers’ market offerings with 
value-added products. As the notori-
ety of  her products grew, Woodhouse 
contemplated turning her hobby into a 
business.

“I was intrigued,” said Woodhouse. 
“I was a social worker, and doing this 
just part-time. I decided that I would at 
least give it a shot.”

Woodhouse began a home operation 
to expand her production capabilities 
while maintaining her career. But as the 
popularity of  her products grew the is-
land, she decided transition out of  social 
work and into full-time food production.

“It just sort of  grew by reputation, 
until finally I moved out of  my house 
and rented warehouse space to set up a 
commercial kitchen.”

That was seven years ago. Wood-
house’s A Taste of  the North Fork line 
now encompasses dozens of  different 
products, including sweet and savory 
jams and jellies, flavor-infused olive oils 
and various canned fruits and vegetables. 

Woodhouse credits a growing inter-
est in thoughtful gift-giving for driving 
the demand of  her products during the 
holidays.

“Particularly when times are tough, 
people find that they’d much rather 
spend their money on one special gift 
that somebody could eat and enjoy that 
comes from the North Fork, rather than 
something that they’d buy in a different 
kind of  a store.”

Though her offerings have expanded 
considerably since starting her busi-
ness in her kitchen, Woodhouse is still 
committed to local agriculture.

“If  I don’t grow it myself, I know 
which farm it came from. Sometimes 
I have to go to other farms throughout 
the state if  I can’t get something that I 
need here, but even then, I have a rela-
tionship where I always know how they 
grow their produce.”

from working on farms not owned by their 
parents, including family-owned corpora-
tions or other business structures. 

The proposed changes come at a time 
when increasing numbers of  U.S. farmers 
are organizing their businesses under a 
corporate structure other than the long-
held default of  sole proprietorship. In 
New York, some 5,700 farms, or just shy of  
16 percent, are organized as partnerships, 
family-held corporations, non-family cor-
porations, cooperatives and trusts, accord-
ing to 2007 data by the U.S. Department of  
Agriculture.

Farmers said they are adopting more 
sophisticated business structures to man-
age liability and taxes, as well as ease 
transition of  farm ownership to the next 
generation.

Maureen Torrey is among the 11th gen-
eration owner-operators of  Torrey Farms 
in Elba. The farm includes dairy, cash 
grain, direct-market vegetable and pro-
cessing vegetable operations.

“We were able to work alongside our 
father and learn valuable skills since the 
age of  10,” Torrey said. “These skills and 
experiences are being lost already and the 
proposed laws would only make it worse. 
The 12th generation coming up hasn’t had 
the exposure to the farm.”

Torrey Farms employs four 16- and 
17-year-olds per year, drawing youth work-
ers from their family, employees’ children, 
and local teens. Because the farm is orga-
nized into a C-corp, S-corp and partner-
ship – all owned by family members – the 
Torreys are concerned they will no longer 
be able to hire teens.

“Youth are the future,” Torrey said. 
“We can’t lose the tools and opportunities 
to educate and train young people for ca-
reers in agriculture.”

The Labor Department also plans to re-
strict current exemptions that allow 14-16 
year olds to work on farms as part of  a stu-
dent learner program, such as those orga-
nized by FFA, or after successful comple-
tion of  a farm and tractor safety course.

“The proposed rules would hurt young 
people as far as learning opportunities, 
job opportunities and internships with 
high schools,” said Travis Park, direc-
tor of  the teacher education program at 
Cornell University. Park works with New 
York’s FFA teachers, who instruct some 
4,000 students. “Some areas of  agriculture 
are dangerous. Our approach is that it is 
best to expose young people to farming in 

a structured, educational way.” 
Monica and Ed Harbes operate Harbes 

Farm and Vineyard, with a winery, pro-
duce stand, and agri-tourism outlets in 
Mattituck, Jamesport, and Riverhead. 
Their eight children have all worked on 
the farm at one time, and two have joined 
the farm business as adults.

“Working on a farm enabled our chil-
dren to put themselves through college, 
and shape the people they are,” Monica 
Harbes said. “People who are removed 
from agriculture don’t always appreciate 
the value of  working hard.”

The farm is organized as a limited li-
ability company and has hired non-family 
teens.

“It’s disconcerting that people who 
don’t understand agriculture would im-
pose rules that prevent your own children 

from working,” Harbes said.
New York Farm Bureau’s Willis said 

lack of  clear definitions, such as what 
constitutes a family farm, are among the 
most troubling aspects of  the labor de-
partment’s plans.

“We knew changes were coming, but 
we are disappointed,” she said. “We are 
concerned youth would not be trained 
to work safely on farms, and handle 
equipment. By the time they are old 
enough, will they still be interested in 
farming?”

New York Farm Bureau is urging farm-
ers to submit comments on the proposed 
changes to the US Department of  Labor. 
Comments must be received by Dec. 1. For 
more information, visit the Farm Bureau 
website, www.nyfb.org; look under Legis-
lative Affairs, then E-Lobby.

In New York, we have a unique op-

portunity to take advantage of  the 
abundant source of  natural gas in the 
Marcellus and Utica Shale. If  done 
properly, we have the ability to stimu-
late the kind of  economic recovery that 
is so badly needed by farm families and 
others throughout our state. As a farm-
er, and as President of  New York Farm 
Bureau, I have advocated for the safe 
and responsible exploration of  this rich 
energy source below ground to help 
maintain our livelihood above.

For farms, development of  the Mar-
cellus and Utica Shale formations 
means the ability to again invest in 
farm infrastructure. Farmers can build 
new barns, add cows to allow the next 

generation to stay on the farm or pur-
chase a new tractor.  These on-farm in-
vestments will then ripple through the 
local economy and grow community 
businesses – from the general contrac-
tor, to the farm machinery or seed deal-
er or the local hardware store.  

According to the New York State 
Department of  Environmental Con-
servation, average natural gas devel-
opment through hydraulic fracturing 
will provide 17,634 full-time direct jobs 
and 29,174 full-time indirect jobs. It is 
likely that a member of  a farm family 
may seek employment with the natural 
gas community to secure a well-paying, 
stable job with benefits. 

While I am an advocate for natural 
gas development and believe it can be 
done safely, it is critical that Albany re-
quire strict oversight of  the extraction 
and production processes. As a farmer, 

my first priority is and always will be 
protecting our land and water, because 
that will always be how farmers make 
their living. 

Proper statewide regulation will pro-
mote the safe and responsible develop-
ment of  natural gas in a manner that 
protects our land and water, and also 
give the economic boost that is sorely 
needed in rural upstate New York. We 
applaud Governor Cuomo’s efforts to 
move this effort forward.

New York farmers take our role as 
stewards of  our state’s precious land se-
riously, but we also believe that the eco-
nomic growth natural gas development 
could bring to our rural communities is 
too important to lose out on. Farmers 
are the largest land owners in most of  
New York’s rural communities and our 
families are directly and indirectly im-
pacted by almost every decision Albany 

will make about natural gas develop-
ment. 

New Yorker’s need energy to live 
and work. Those opposed to drilling are 
seemingly so caught up in opposing new 
energy alternatives, they lose the sight 
of  the ultimate goal -- domestic produc-
tion of  a clean, abundant fuel source.  
We cannot let fear of  the unknown 
paralyze us and prevent us from having 
a prosperous future. This country was 
built on exploration and opportunity. 
If  we had given in to fear, we would not 
have put a man on the moon.

At the end of  the day, New York will 
have the safest and strictest natural gas 
drilling permit requirements and regu-
lations in the country. Once we are con-
fident of  this fact, natural gas drilling 
should go forward to lead the state into 
a much needed economic revitalization.
